How Are We Able To Borrow At High Rates

We are able to get great prices on homes because we are 
able to pay cash quickly.  We are able to pay cash 
quickly because we have funds available from our Pri-
vate Lenders.  Banks take too long to fund and will only 
fund a percentage of the purchase price.  Astute inves-
tors are penalized because banks do not fund on the 
“Value” of the house but only on the purchase price.

Having funds available quickly will often make or break a 
deal and the higher interest rate paid is nothing com-
pared to the profits lost if the deal cannot be funded 
quickly.

What Exactly Are Private Mortgage Loans?

To clarify, a private mortgage loan is a loan that you make to a real estate investor, that is 
secured by the actual property the real estate investor  is purchasing.  This provides you 
with your first level of security.  We are not referring to high loan to value ratios like some 
bank loans, but loans where the loan value ratio, compared to the after repaired value, will 
never exceed 75%.  

This low LTV (loan to value) provides you with additional security.  For example, if a home  
that is purchased is worth $100,000 after all repairs, the loan will not exceed $75,000.  
Banks make 90—100% loans leaving them with no cushion.  You are never put into this 
position.  We take care to be sure you are fully protected with an adequate equity position.

Investing Your Home Equity

Your home is an untapped resource for your investment portfolio. Many
homeowners do not realize the potential that their idle equity can bring to
them. You can obtain a Home Equity Line Of Credit (HELOC) for, on average,
around 3.9% then lend that money out via our program for 9 -
12%.

A promissory note is a legally-binding prom-
ise to repay a specified amount over a speci-
fied period of time. It is a legal document 
which
includes: 

A Description of the Debt: The key ele-
ment to a promissory note, this is usually 
the first section and contains a detailed de-
scription of the debt, clearly identifying the 
borrow, lender, the loan amount, and the in-
terest rate to be paid.

The promissory note obliges the borrower to 
the debt, and the obligation becomes the 
borrower’s personal liability.

A Description of the Repayment Plan: 
This section spells out the schedule of due 
dates and payment amounts to which the 
borrower is agreeing. Most payments are the 
same amount due on a pre-specified date 
every month (known as an amortized sched-
ule). Or, the payments may accrue interest 
month
over month and be paid at the end of the
loan.

Note: Promissory notes also contain numer-
ous other clauses which are less important
but are still required to establish the various
rights and obligations of reach party.
